In November the Neighborhood Forum hosted a meeting for ASDA to present revised plans for the proposed development at the Arvin Meritor Site. At this meeting ASDA also presented proposals for funding that could be secured for the benefit of the local area through the planning process - this is an agreement between the local authority and ASDA known as Section 106.  It can provide transition funding to help absorb the scale of the proposed development and consequential effects in terms of trade for local businesses.
